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THE CONSTITUTION OF ULTRA RACEWAY

INTRODUCTION

The club will be registered as ULTRA RACEWAY.

2.
THE CLUB

2.1
Aims and Objectives of the Club
The main objective will be to promote and encourage competitive 1/10th scale electric off road car racing in a fair and friendly manner and in strict accordance with the race rules, regulations and specifications as stipulated by the SOUTH AFRICAN RADIO DRIVERS ASSOCIATION hereafter referred to as S.A.R.D.A.

2.2
Club Disciplines
Disorderly conduct by any member/s of ULTRA RACEWAY at race meetings or when using the main club facilities will not be tolerated.  The Club Management Committee reserves the right to impose penalties in so far as the Club Championship is concerned, suspend membership or terminate membership.

It is therefore in the best interest of members to abide by the rules, regulations and by-laws with particular emphasis on the following:

(a) Misconduct.
(b) Foul language.
(c) Failure to comply with club rules and regulations.
(d) Failure to comply with S.A.R.D.A. rules and regulations.
(e) Failure to do track duties i.e. marshalling and maintenance.
(f) Unnecessary absenteeism.
(g) Failure to keep subscription paid-up.
(h) Excessive use of alcohol which could lead to disorderly conduct.

2.3
Club Facilities
ULTRA RACEWAY will be responsible for the development and maintenance of the area allocated to the club with special attention to the following:

(a) Maintenance of facilities.
(b) No unsightly/unsafe structures to be erected.

2.4
Club Management
A club management committee will be elected each year at the Annual General Meeting.  The committee shall consist of four or five members.  A quorum is constituted by three members of the total membership of four or five members.

The chairman, race-director, committee members and secretary shall be nominated, proposed and seconded after which a poll shall be held.

The term of office of the Management Committee is one year where after members are eligible for re-election.

The Management Committee shall meet at least once monthly.

2.5
Subscriptions and Fees
2.5.1
Ultra Raceway
Persons accepting membership of ULTRA RACEWAY agree to pay the annual fees as laid down in the rules and regulations of the club.  All members are liable, irrespective of age.  Subscriptions are payable in advance and the Club Management Committee reserves the right to amend the fees at any stage without prior notice to members.

There will be no differentiation based on age and/or time as far as the annual fee is concerned.

2.5.2
South African Radio Drivers Association (S.A.R.D.A.)

Members of ULTRA RACEWAY may not compete in a provincial or national championship event, sanctioned by S.A.R.D.A., unless he/she has obtained S.A.R.D.A. membership.  Application forms for membership can be obtained from S.A.R.D.A. or from the ULTRA RACEWAY club secretary.

2.5.3
Entry fees for club championship events
Club championship events will be run at regular intervals to be determined by the Club Management Committee (see 3.3 Club Championship Events).  At all such events entry fees for each of the classes will be levied and must be paid to the registration secretary before the start of each race.  The fee will be determined by the Club Management Committee in consultation with members.  All monies accrued from this levy must be used for the sole purpose of purchasing trophies and awards.

RACE MEETINGS AND EVENTS

3.1
Race Meetings
Race meetings will be held at ULTRA RACEWAY each Sunday for members and visitors unless otherwise arranged.  The race director/clerk of the course will be responsible for organising each event and will at his/her discretion delegate responsibilities to other members of the club, since he/she may also be a competitor.  The race track will be open to all paid-up members at any time other than Sunday afternoons for practice and development purposes.

3.2
Categories/Classes
It is the objective of ULTRA RACEWAY to afford as many people possible the opportunity to participate in the sport and will therefore endeavour to offer racing in the following classes:

(a) Two wheel drive stock class.
(b) Two wheel drive stadium stock class.
(c) Four wheel drive stock class.
(d) Tamiya class.
(e) Two wheel drive modified class.
(f) Two wheel drive stadium modified class.
(g) Four wheel drive modified class.
(h) 1/18th scale open class.

(i) Short course truck class.
3.3
Club Championship Events
Club championship events will be held once a month to determine the club champion in each of the classes.  Winners will be announced every six months and certificates will be presented to competitors.

A comprehensive points scoring system will be used to determine club champions and the following criteria must be noted:

(a) Performance of competitors.
(b) Conduct and behaviour.
(c) Participation in track duties.
(d) Payment of entry fees.
(e) Absenteeism over proceeding five months.
(f) Compliance with specifications as stipulated.

3.4
Provincial/National Events
ULTRA RACEWAY will encourage members to compete in as many events as is practicable.  The club will also endeavour to host championship events within its means.  In this regard ULTRA RACEWAY must ensure that host events are placed on the S.A.R.D.A. race calendar timeously each year.

Other Events
Invitation, non-championship, events will be hosted as part of the race calendar.  The purpose of these events will be to promote the sport and the club facilities.  The club chairman will be responsible for arranging such events.
